Overview:  Stanley Jones is traveling from Fort Yukon to Old Crow, Canada.  Students calculate miles per gallon and convert from English to metric measurements.
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Stanley Jones Travel Problem

Part 1

Stanley Jones is driving his snow machine from Fort Yukon to Old Crow, Canada for Spring Carnival.  The gas tank on his snow machine holds ten gallons.  He finds that he can get, on average, 28 miles per gallon of gas.

b. 240 kilometers?

c. 160 kilometers?

5. In order to find the number of kilometers Stanley can drive after spending $10 on gas, you need to “undo” the procedure from the previous problem.  Work backwards, show your work and find the number of kilometers Stanley can drive.

6. Use the same procedure to find the number of kilometers Stanley can drive after spending 

a. $35 on gas?

b. $15 on gas?
